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STATEMENT OF PHILOSOPHY  

 

At Middlesex Middle School, we believe that proficiency in more than one language is 

essential to function in a global society.  By integrating language and culture, the 

Middlesex World Language Department seeks to broaden studentsô communication 

skills, while at the same time deepening their appreciation of other cultures. 

 

 

The World Language Department strives to provide a careful progression of skill 

development from one level to the next. Students are guided from basic structures to 

creative, personalized expression. This progression is accomplished by a conscious effort 

to incorporate previously-learned material with new structures, resulting in the studentsô 

ability to express themselves in Spanish with confidence. Within each grade level, the 

teachers collaborate to insure that there is consistency in the delivery and assessment of 

the material.

3. Students will develop an understanding of communicating with different verb 

tenses such as simple future, present progressive, and preterite. 

 

4. Students will develop an understanding of and appreciation for Spanish-speaking 

people and their culture. 

 

5. Students will demonstrate the ability to synthesize vocabulary and verbs into 

conversations, presentations and compositions.  

 

6. Students will be able to elaborate spontaneously in written and oral responses 

when presented with realistic cultural situations.  
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OVERVIEW  

 

The primary goal of the Spanish program is communication in the target language 

through the acquisition of the basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and 

writing.  Written grammar and vocabulary play an important part in daily learning in 

conjunction with the practice of aural and oral skills. At the end of each chapter, students 

demonstrate communicative proficiency in a cumulative performance-based assessment.  

Cultural aspects of Spanish-speaking countries and people are part of each chapter.  

Classes are conducted in Spanish as much as possible.   

 

The Grade 8 Spanish course is the second year of a two year Spanish I program. The 

students who successfully complete this course will go into Spanish II at Darien High 

School.
