Permission slips and audition forms are to be returned to Mrs. Colonies outside room 368 (there will be a folder hanging on the wall outside the classroom).   All packets MUST be returned by Friday, November 4th.  
Auditions are in the auditorium from 2:30 to  approximately 4:30 pm and are as follows:

· Monday 11/7: Sixth grade auditions

· Wednesday 11/9: seventh grade auditions

· Thursday 11/10: eighth grade auditions.

You MUST provide your own transportation home as the late buses will have already left. You will be assigned a time slot based on the information on your audition sheet and the order in which you turn in your packet. 

NOTE: Parents are not allowed to view auditions, and all students are expected to stay for the entire audition time!
· The callback list will be posted in the rotunda on Monday, November 14th.  

· A choreography session will be held after school in the auditorium on Tuesday, November 15th from 2:30-3:45. All students called back must attend.

· Callbacks will be held after school on Thursday, November 17th from 2:30 until 4:30 pm. 
Make sure that if you are called back you have a ride home as callbacks will also end after the late busses have already left! 
The cast list will be posted Friday, November 18th in the rotunda.  Rehearsals begin with the first read through on Tuesday, December 13th.

Rehearsal schedules will be posted on the Drama News website in two-week intervals. You must be available for all dress/tech rehearsals (February 27th through March 28th) as well as performances (March 29th through March 31st). NOTE: Our final performance this year is on a SATURDAY!
AUDITION GUIDELINES & 

CAST OF CHARACTERS

TO PREPARE FOR THE AUDTION: Students must prepare to sing approximately 16 bars, from memory, of a song from any musical other than The Sound of Music. We want students to prepare a song that they are MOST comfortable singing. Students MUST have copies of the sheet music for our accompanist.  If a student is called back, they will receive music to prepare from The Sound of Music. Remember the following two rules:

1. Students can NOT sing a capella for their auditions. We need to see that each student can sing along with an accompanist.
2. Students can NOT audition in pairs or any other group sizes. Students will audition on an individual basis.

· Captain Georg von Trapp: a retired naval office and strict father who eventually falls in love with Maria. Age: 40-60 

· Maria Rainer: A courageous, sweet, joyful postulant at the Abbey  who always has good intentions but is obviously not suited for the  obedience needed to remain in the Abbey. She eventually falls in  love with the Captain. She loves music. Age: 20-30 

· Elsa Schraeder - The Captain's attractive and wealthy fiancé.  Friends with Max. Age: 30-40 

· Max Detweiler - He is best friends with the Captain serving an  assistant-like role to him. A follower. A bit of a comedian.  Age: 30-55 

· Brigitta - The Captain's nine year old daughter, very sweet and  motherly.  Age: 8-10

· Friedrich - The oldest VonTrapp Boy. He is 14 but always trying to  act mature. Age: 13-15 

· Gretl- The Captain's youngest child who is five years of age  Age: 4- 7

· Kurt - The Captain's happy ten year old son Age: 8-12 

· Liesl - The Captain's starry-eyed eldest daughter who is sixteen.  She is also Rolf's girlfriend.  Age: 15-18 

· Louisa - The Captain's thirteen year old daughter who adores Liesl.  Age: 12-14 

· Marta- The Captain's seven year old daughter.  Age: 6-9 

· Rolf Gruber - Liesl's confident, seventeen year old boyfriend who  eventually fights for the Nazis.   Age: 16-20 

· Mother Abbess - The firm but understanding Mother of Nonnberg  Abbey. A mother figure for Maria   Age: 40-70 

· Sister Berthe - The strict Mistress of the Novices.   Age: 40-70 

· Sister Margaretta - The kind Mistress of Postulants.   Age: 40-65 

· Sister Sophia - Sweet and caring. Maria's best friend at the Abbey. Age: 30-55 

· Franz - The butler.  Age: 30-60 

· Admiral von Shreiber - A Nazi admiral who tries to convince Captain  von Trapp to join the Nazi army.   Age: 40-60 (non-singing role)

· Frau Schmidt - The spirited housekeeper. Approves of Maria.  Age: 30-50 (non-singing role)

· Herr Zeller - Nazi sympathizer   Age: 16-22

· Nuns, Nazis, neighbors, and friends of Captain von Trapp (Age: 16-99)

The Sound of Music rehearsals will begin on Tuesday, December 13th with our first read through, and it will run through the end of the production on March 31st. 

This year, the smaller show requires both cuts to fit a smaller cast and students who can make every rehearsal. Also, with CMT’s taking place the two weeks before the show, we will need to hold Saturday rehearsals in order to decrease the demands on your time during the week.
