expandmg the high school. One such
group is the Citizens’ Committee on
Schools. They feel that the projected
mark of 5,700 is way off-because the
population is not Increasing, but
decreasing. Births in the town. are
down; there is lower net m-mtgratmn
There has been & déeline’int ‘the number

ofpre-school aged-children since 1958 -

down from 1675 to 997 The number of
elementary aged children is down from
2970 to 2678 and will continue to go
down. They believe that there is ample
classroom space in elementary schools
and that there will be no problem of
space even if the parochial school
closes.

The second reasen in Dr. Bruno's
paper for Darien moving to the four-
year institution is because of today’s
social and emotional development of
adolescents, There are many today who
feel that ninth graders are more like
tenth, eleventh and twelveth graders
and sixth graders are more like seventh
and eighth graders. Many feel that
there are fewer discipline problems
with the ninth graders at the high
school. As Dr. Bruno said in his paper,
‘...There seems to be widespread
agreement that today’'s adolescent is
about one or two years older
physiologically and socially than his
counterpart of the previous generation.
Certainly most parents would agree
that their children of late elementary
and junior high school age are more
knowledgeable and sophisticated than
those of a generation ago.”

The third reason for going to a 5-3-4
system would be administrative and
academic. Darien has for many years
had the ninth grade in the junior highs,
even though it has been functionally
part of the senior high school system.
All official information collected about
a student in high school begins at the
ninth grade level. Therefore, there has
been a great deal of duplication of
records, ete, It would be much more ef-
ficient to have one central storehouses
for all of the students’ records.

Onetmajor argument against the four-
year high school is that it would bring
about permissive education and

unnecessary experimentation. The

DARIEN REVIEW in 1t’s Apr11 9, 1970,

editorial summed up this feeling quite
well. **The: public does not want a

building layout.which of ifself “eould
force a- system of. educatlon many feel

and reappralsal of permlsswe ed-
ucation and experimentation.”’ 7

One further argument in favor of the
four-year approach was brought up by
the New England Association of College
and Secondary Schools in October 1970
evaluation of Darien High School. The
visiting cornmittee “‘found the Darien
High Scheol to be a fine educational in-
stitution by almost all standards’” but
there were certain areas which needed
improvement.

“The high school seems to have been
built at exactly the wrong time. In the
late ‘50's this kind of school would
certainly  be adequate, but
developments in education and society
since 1960 now render the plant obsolete
for every thing except a strict, book
oriented college prepatory program.’

Actors Disturb
‘A Separate Peace’

The feeling of anger came over me as
I walked out of the Ridgeway Theater.
Having just seen A Separate Peace,”
the movie adaptation of the brilliantly
written best seller by John Knowles, T
was incensed that a group of aectors
could with such ease destroy such a
beautiful story.

The plot centers around the relation-
ship of two high school seniors living in
an all-male private school. The story is
not what one might call “action
packed,” but the unique quality which
the book possesses is the compelling yet
strained friendship between the two
main characters. This relationship is
brought out so clearly in the book by
having it told in the first person.Gene,
one of the two boys, reveals it the novel
how his jealously built inside him, or
how his friend frustrated him to no end.
In the movie one misses most of Gene’s
inner conflicts and it is this very quality

that makes the bock and breaks the
movie.

All the actors were actually high
school students who did truly perform
-as amateurs. The blame for the poor
quality of the movie should fali on the
director. He did an’ inferior job in
casting the actors and also failed to see
what made* the book a memorable

Jwork. The direction was not. subtle

‘enough and the boys only gave lip
service to the seript.

Never able to get of the ground, the
maovie flunders helplessly from scene to
scene. The story is professional, but the
actors are second-rate amateurs.

If you are ftruly desperate for
something to do and the only other
movies around are Walt Disney’s, go
see “A Separate Peace,” . (The
photography at least is quite good). But
if you want something more meaning-
ful to do,:read the book. It shines fap
above the movie.
