concerning racial differen-
ces that the exchanges helped
to formulate,

The f{irst taping was S0
successful that the WNEW
crew decided to produce
another show the following
Saturday. The second taping
dealt in greater detail with
personal experiences of ra-
cial discriminations. One
boy commented on his own
experiences with racial dis-
crimination, as he recalled
that he knew no difference
between the two races until
he was eight. He never con-
sidered himself 2a Negro{irst
and a person second. This
viewpoint stemmed {rom a
liberal upbringing in an inte-
grated neighborhood where
he was [fully accepted.
Another Negro student ex-
perienced his first taste of
discrimination when he en-
tered a predominately white
junior high school. He had
difficulty in adjusting to his
situation, for he was not ful-
ly accepted by his fellow
students until his [reshman
year, when he was elected
President of thelr Govern-
ment Organization.

The second show was, in
Mr. Burgess'’s opinion, “ex-
cellent.” AT.v. program of
this sort is evaluated by the
naturalness and sponlan-
lousness of the talk. The
cameramen were pleased
that they did oot have to
pose situations, but could
move into them as they oc-
gurred.
