The Wavers started the game in high
style. Randy Starr tossed a 47-yard
touchdown pass to Matt Maley on the
first series of downs to silence some of
the critice who were apprehensive
about the team after its poor showing
against Wilton. Tom Lechak’s kick
made it 7-0.

The contest reverted to a defensive
struggle until, with only three seconds
to go in the first half, the Ram
quarterback threw a long pass up for
grabs that was hauled in for a
touchdown. New Canaan went for the
two-point conversion but Darien’s
defenseheld to keep a 7-6 halftimelead.

Early in the third quarter, Justin
Vierwerk ran a punt back to the Ram’s
ten-yard dine. After two short runs,
Randy Starr found Gary Wyckoff open
in the end zone for a five-yard TD pass.

After New
Canaan recovered a fumble on the

;pushed the Rams all the way back to
their own 44.

seven times.

In the fourth quarter NC recovered
another fumble and drove in for a
touchdown. With DHS ‘leading 13-12
the Rams decided to go for the two-point
conversion and the victory, but the
defense did their job, forcing a fumble
and protecting the slim margin.

Fresh from this inspiring victory, the
Wavers traveled to Ridgefield to take on
the undefeated Tigers. The good
defense which was so instrumental to

the previous week’s win was inex-

plicably absent as the Tigers rolled to a
34-14 victory.

Ridgefield opened the scoring with
an early 26-yard touchdown pass to
take a 7-0 lead. Darien wasted no time
in coming back as a long drive,
highlighted by Randy Starr’s 50-yard
run, was capped by a four-yard TD run
by Brad Scholtz.

From here the game went downhill.
Ridgefield ripped through a
disorganized Darien defense for two
scores and a 20-7 lead. They looked well
on their way to another, when an end
zone interception by Darien stopped
them. David Tuttle took over at
quarterback and orchestrated a long
drive which resulted in a short
touchdown pass to Gary Wyckoff. The
kick made it 20-14 but victory hopes
were dissolved in a forgettable second
half..
