the shotput, Hendry and Lechek in the
high jump, Rollins in the mile, Gorman
in the javelin and the mile relay team of
Bogardus, Tom Watkins, Matt Maley
and Justin Vorwek.

In the state Class ‘L’s Darien placed
fifth overall behind the strong
performances of four men. Rollins was
fifth in the mile, Lechak was once again
third in the high jump, Gorman
dropped to third in the javelin, and Paul
Hendry moved up a notch capturing
first in the high jump at6’2”. These fine
performances were all Darien needed to
capture fifth place. On the basis of their
performances in this meet all four
moved on to the State Open Cham-
pionships.

In the opens Gorman captured
seventh place in the javelin with a
throw of 175 feet, and Rollins was sixth
in the mile with a time 0f4 minutes 28.2

seconds. Lechak’s high jump bubble
unfortunately burst, however, as he did
not place. Paul Hendry more than made
up for it, however, as he finished second
with a jump of 6’ 5”, breaking his own
school record and also breaking the
county mark in the process.

For the girls’team in the Class M sec-

tionals, eight athletes qualified. In no
particular order they are Betsy Seelin
the two mile, Karen Eckrich in the 440,

Joan Corsigilia in both the 880 and mile
