HONORS PRECALCULUS – Periods 2 and 5

MATERIALS:

One-subject, three ring binder with dividers

Texas Instrument graphing calculator (TI 83 PLUS)

Textbook

EXTRA HELP:

6:45-7:30 each morning in classroom – drop by, no appointment is needed

Periods 6-8 or after school -- check for availability

EXPECTATIONS:

Assignments should be completed on time, checked and corrected.
It is important to include detailed written work.
Seek extra help in a timely manner.  The first semester (trig) contains many cumulative units of study.

Take the initiative to ask questions, keep an organized math binder, and participate during the class period.

Academics have priority over all extra curricular activities.
Your next math course will be AP level of calculus and/or statistics next year.
ATTENDANCE:

Be on time.  Refer to your DHS Student Handbook.  This should clarify exceptions, procedures, and consequences.

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:

See attached sheet.  This category includes misuse of the graphing calculator.

ASSIGNMENTS:

Most assignments can be completed in a maximum of 50 minutes beyond the class period.

Recognize whether an assignment (or section of an assignment) is calculator appropriate.

All written work should be legible, accurate, and complete.

ACADEMIC ASSESSMENT:

Quizzes or quests will be worth 30-70 points and 24-hour notice will be given.

Tests will be worth at least 90 points and 48-hour notice will be given.

Trig tests will contain cumulative material within the first semester. 

The “lowest” (determined by the student) test/quiz grade each quarter will be dropped.  
Each quarter grade determines 40% of the semester grade.  The semester exam determines 20% of the semester grade.

For extended time, part of the test/quiz will be given during the class period.  The remaining portion of the test/quiz must be scheduled beyond the class period (preferably that same day). 
Updates will be emailed on a regular basis to all parents enrolled in Parent Connect.

MAKEUP QUIZZES OR TESTS:

Field trips the day of a test do not postpone the testing date.

Being absent the day before a test or quiz does not postpone the testing date.  

For extended absences, a one day extension is granted for each day of absence. 

PREREQUISITES FOR AP CALCULUS/ STATISTICS COURSES:

Because this course is actually two different courses – trigonometry and algebra III, the calculus prerequisites must be met by both semesters.
