2008-2009 Academic Policies
Miss Kasony – Room B112
mkasony@darienps.org
ALGEBRA ONE – Periods 1,3 & 4
MATERIALS:

One-subject, three ring binder with 4 dividers

Scientific calculator with a fraction key (
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Textbook

EXTRA HELP:

6:45-7:30 each morning in classroom B112 – no appointment is needed

Periods 6-8 or after school (please check for availability), in the Math-Science Learning Connections room, B115 -- 

EXPECTATIONS:

Assignments should be completed on time, checked, corrected, and turned in.
It is important to include detailed written work.  

Seek extra help in a timely manner – this is a course with many cumulative units of study.

Take the initiative to ask questions, keep an organized math binder, and participate during the class period.

Know at least three students who you might call to help you clarify the class schedule, the homework schedule, or the dates of any tests or quizzes.  Use these students when you are absent, especially for a field trip.  

Academics have priority over all extra curricular activities – clubs and athletics.

ATTENDANCE:

Be on time.  Important information is shared in the first part of class and tardies (excused or otherwise) will negatively impact your academic status.  Arriving 20 minutes late to class will be recorded as an absence for half of the class period.
Refer to your DHS Student Handbook.  This should clarify exceptions, procedures, and consequences.

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:

See attached sheet.  This category includes misuse of a calculator.

ASSIGNMENTS:

Most assignments can be completed in a maximum of 30 minutes beyond the class period.
Recognize whether an assignment (or section of an assignment) is calculator appropriate.

All assignments will be collected and most will have a maximum value of 5 points.  There will be approximately twenty assignments each marking period.
“Full” credit is awarded for completed (checked and corrected) work turned in within 24 hours of the due date.

Assignments will be consecutively numbered each marking period.

All written work should be legible and complete.

ACADEMIC ASSESSMENT:

Quizzes or quests will be worth 30-70 points and 24-hour notice will be given.

Tests will be worth at least 90 points and 48-hour notice will be given.

Some tests will contain questions/problems from earlier units of study. 
Two versions will be available, with the second version taken beyond the class period time.  The final grade can be one of the following: an average of both scores, and a replacement score with maximum of 75 percent.   
Each marking period (quarter) will determine 40% of the semester grade.  The semester exam will determine 20% of the semester grade.

Updates will be emailed on a regular basis to all parents enrolled in Parent Connect.
For extended time, part of the test/quiz will be given during the class period.  The remaining portion of the test/quiz must be scheduled beyond the class period (preferably that same day). 
MAKEUP QUIZZES OR TESTS:

Field trips do not postpone the testing date.

Being absent the day before a test or quiz does not postpone the testing date.  

For extended absences, a one day extension is granted for each day of absence. 

Class time is not utilized for makeup tests or quizzes.

PREREQUISITES FOR MATH AND SCIENCE COURSES:

An algebra one grade of B- or better is required for chemistry.

An algebra one grade of C or better is required for geometry at the 300-level and for algebra II at the 300-level.  The second semester grade must be a C or better.
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
