OBJECTIVE:  The objective is to produce a hands-on video of not more than 3-4 minutes that will instruct your target audience (other students interested in video production at DHS) on how to achieve successful results in your selected area of expertise.  
COMPULSORY CRITERIA:

· Plan in advance a creative strategy to keep your video fresh and exciting for your audience
· Create a shot list
· Use different camera angles (ask Mr. V how many for your project)
· Plan to use multiple video cameras (2)
· Video black at beginning and end of production
· Title and credits at the beginning and end of presentation
· Persuade your audience that this demonstration important
· Necessary materials
· Cautions/safety warnings
· Demonstrate all of the specific instructional steps
· Review the main instructional steps
· Although you are part of a production group…you are responsible for your own finished rendered project
