How have they contributed to our current way of life today?  Be specific!  

2.  Compare Renaissance Italy with one other civilization / culture that we have studied this semester (Ancient Greece, Ancient Rome, or Medieval Europe).  Compare and contrast the two civilizations using three of the following categories:

· Government / politics

· Division of society, (classes)

· The “ideal” person of the period/values…which qualities did this civilization admire in a 
person?

· Art/architecture

· Living environment, (rural, urban)

1. Western Civilization – how is it defined?  Make sure you know the whole definition.  Where do you see examples from the past that we still use today?  You should try to come up with at least 2, if not 3 examples, from each of the major time periods we have studied.  Be able to do more than just list them!
2. Geography’s effect on European history – How has geography affected the Greeks, Romans, and Byzantines?  Be able to explain your answer using specific references to geographic traits of each location.  
***Ancient Greece***

3. Homer – who was he?  Be able to relate the following words to him: bard, epic, Iliad, odyssey.  What did Homer tend to focus on in his writing (in stories about war he focused on ________)?
4. Polis – what is it?  Why did Greece divide itself into these?

5. Citizen – who was a citizen in Ancient Greece?
6. Sparta – what was life in Sparta like?  Why did Sparta become a militaristic polis?  
7. Athens – what was life in Athens like?  How did Athens use democratic ideas?  
8. Democracy – what is a democracy?

9. Persian wars – know what happened at these important locations: Marathon and Thermopylae.  Also know what the Delian League is and who controls it.  
10. Pericles – who was he?  What did he do?  
11. Greek columns – be able to identify Ionic, Doric, Corinthian columns.  

12. Acropolis – for what was it used?  What were the various parts of an acropolis?  
13. Peloponnesian War – who was involved?  Who won?  

14. Philosophers – what was their purpose for being philosophers?  Which of these philosophers came first, second, third: Socrates, Plato, Aristotle?  What does philosopher mean?
15. Socratic Method – know what this is and how it is used.
16. Alexander the Great – who was he?  What was he famous for having done?  
17. Hellenism – What is Hellenism?  Be able to define it.  Also, think about how the idea of Hellenism relates to the conquests of Alexander the Great.

18. Sculpture – be able to identify a piece of art from all three of the following sculpture periods:, Classical, Hellenistic.
***Ancient Rome***

19. Roman Creation myth – Who were Romulus and Remus?  

20. Rome’s Geography – Where was Rome located?  Of what was Rome the midpoint?  How did mountains help Rome?  

21. Latins, Greeks, and Etruscans – what do these three groups have in common in relation to Ancient Rome?  

22. Cultural diffusion – What is it?  Be able to explain and give an example of it.  

23. Gravitas – What does it mean to have the attribute gravitas?  How did Cincinnatus exhibit this quality?

24. Patricians and plebeians – Who were they? 
25. Political shift from Monarchy to Republic – why was there a shift from monarchy to republic?  How is Lucretia related to this shift?  What is a republic?
26. Rome’s combined government – What three types of governments did Rome combine to create the perfect government?  What is a consul, senate, assembly, when would a dictator be used?  Note: consul, senate, and assembly are examples of the three types.  

27. 12 tables – what are they?  What was their purpose?  

28. Veto – What is a veto?  Who had this power?  

29. Cincinnatus – who was he?  What did he do that made him famous?  

30. Punic Wars – Who fought in them?  Why did they start?  Who won these wars?   
31. Julius Caesar – Who was he?  What did he do that made him a tyrant?  What did he do that made him a statesman?  How did he use the ideas of the people who came before him?  
32. Augustus Caesar – who was he?  What is he famous for?  Know about his trade and transportation reforms, his public building program, and the significance of his creating the civil service.

33. Pax Romana – know what this is.  How did it start?  How did it end?  What does it mean?

34. Greco-Roman – what is it?  To what previous cultures that we have studied is this similar?   

35. Arches –Why were they important?  For what were they used?  How does concrete relate to them?
36. Monotheism, polytheism – what are each of these?  Who believed in what?  

37. Paul – who was he?  How did he impact Christianity?  
38. Jesus – who was he?  Why is he so important?  How did he die?  Why was he executed?  Who followed his teachings?  
39. Nero – who was he?  How did he treat Christians?  Why did he treat them this way?  

40. Rome’s decline – how did Rome decline politically?  Economically?  Militarily?

45. Icons – what are they?  What was the criticism of these items?  What was the outcome that came from the disagreement over them?  What are iconoclasts?

46. Dark Ages – why is this term both applicable and not applicable to the Early Middle Ages?
47. Collapse of Rome – in this unit we learned of several reasons why Rome collapsed…what were they?  
48. Monastery – what is a monastery?  What was monastic life like?  Who was Benedict and how did he have an impact on monasteries?  
49. Gregory I and Gregory VII – who was he?  How did he have an impact on the religious and political life of Europe?

50. Influence on European Middle Ages – what three time periods/belief systems influenced European middle ages?  (hint: they were in a PPT I gave you and from the movie we watched called: the Dark Ages)

57. Popes vs. Kings – what was the conflict between these two?  Who was Gregory VII?  Who was Henry IV?  How did they interact?  What was the outcome of their clash?  

58. Inquisition– what is each of these?  How did this reflect the power of the church during this period?

59. Romanesque and Gothic churches – what are the characteristics of each of these?

60. Buttresses, flying buttresses, pointed arches, ribbed vaults – know what each of these are, be able to identify each, and explain why they are important.
61. Suger – who was he?  How did he impact churches?  What was his belief about churches?  How did he achieve this belief?

62. Chivalry – to which three people did knights owe their allegiance?  What characteristics or personality traits were glorified in chivalry?
