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Western Civilization 200
Course Description:
Welcome to Western Civilization class!  In this class we will be looking at a lot of different parts of the history of the Western World, (that’s Europe).  We will begin with the Minoans in 200 BC and end with World War II and the Holocaust.  There is a lot of information to cover in this class, approximately 4,000 years, and we move quickly, so it is important that you are present in class, both in mind and body, and ready to learn(.


One of the main ideas that we will look at will be to see how the concepts and events that occurred thousands of years ago impact the world today.  In discovering these facts and making connections with the past, hopefully you will see that history is not the dry subject that you may have mistook it to be.  In following the DHS Core Values and Beliefs, you will have many opportunities to collaborate with classmates and be creative through multiple projects, presentations, and writings.  You will be expected to communicate your ideas with me and your classmates, to demonstrate a willingness to work independently and to develop on your reading and research strategies and observation skills.  There will also be a significant amount of research done in the library and at home so that you will improve upon your own skills as a historian.


There is an available text that you will receive, World History - Pacemaker, however we will also deal with a number of outside readings.  
Units of Study:

There are regular readings from the textbooks and other sources as well as homework, tests, quizzes, semester examinations and a variety of writing assignments which include research projects and presentations.  

Participation (5% of your grade):

It is important that you are actively participating in every class session.  Positive participation requires you to come to class prepared and that you treat everyone with respect.  Class participation may be a factor in determining your grade if your average falls on the borderline between two grades.
Homework (25% of your grade):

Homework will be collected and graded.  Homework is due at the BEGINNING of class on the due date.  Assignments not submitted at that time will not be given full credit.  For every day that an assignment is late, you will be docked points.  Most assignments will be graded according to a check system:  check ++ is the equivalent of a 100, check + a 95, check 85, check – 75, check - - 65.  I will not fail any student’s attempt at an assignment, so long as the time and effort were put in, however if you receive a check - - I expect you to come and see me for advice on improvement.  I will not accept late assignments after the test for that chapter has been given.  It is your responsibility to obtain missed assignments.  
Quizzes (30% of your grade):

Quizzes will be given periodically throughout the semester and consist mostly of 10-15 short answer questions.  Most of these quizzes will be announced in advance.  Some homework assignments may be graded as quizzes.  Some class work or presentations may also count as a quiz grade but I will notify you in advance if this is the case.  
Tests/Projects (40% of your grade):

All tests will be announced in advance and students will be told the format of the test, (true/false, multiple choice, essay etc.).  Students may be assigned a group or individual project as a test.  Students will also be assigned a research paper and will be expected to follow the writing process and guidelines developed in class.  Cheating will not be tolerated.  The procedures detailed in your Student Handbook for academic dishonesty will be followed.  Any make up assignments must be completed before or after school or during your free period.
Extra Help/Problems:

If you are having trouble in the course or with a particular assignment, quiz, test, project etc. please talk to me.  I am happy to offer help whenever possible, we just need to communicate to work around any conflicts.  
4 Things You Need to Succeed in Mrs. Brown’s Classroom: 

1. Be in class – Simple enough right?  There are a lot of things that we discuss in class that are hard to understand from a friend’s notes, so don’t rely on others to get the information for you.  If you won’t be in class for some reason, let me know!
