Super Organics Paper Rubric

Formatting: 10 points- Paper is typed double spaced in 12 point Arial or Times New Roman font printed in black ink on white paper with one inch margins on all sides.

Introduction: 20 points- Topic is defined in the introduction, key terms are defined in normal English, a connection is made to the selected title, and the relevance to what we have been learning in class is made clear.

Body: 40 points- Topic is discussed in your own words (NOT cut and paste), No spelling mistakes, parenthetical citations are used to give credit to sources, you attempt to explore/explain/examine the meaning of the topic (not just list facts about it)

Conclusion: 20 points- Conclusion is based upon facts but expresses your own personal feelings on the topic.

Works Cited: 10 points- In the correct format using the DHS style sheet from the library
