


Transitions are used in our everyday speech and writing.  We use transitions to connect ideas and show relationships when necessary.  While some sentences are naturally linked by restating other information, other sentences need transitions to link them.  For example, we use transitions to show addition, consequences, generalizations, examples of particular importance (exemplification), illustration, emphasis, similarity, exception, restatement, compare and contrast, sequence, and summation.  While this seems like an exhausting list, we use these translations to communicate clearly.  Below, you will find several lists of transitions.
