The “Subtopic Boards” are boards labeled “Family Culture, Environmental Influences,” and “Borrowed Culture.”  Below the subtopic boards, you will list a cultural trait of your own choice.

Optional Way In Creating a Mobile:

Step 1.  Create your Main Topic Board 



2.  Punch holes to tie strings


3. Create Subtopic Boards (note: you can use anything you would like for your boards)




4.  Punch holes in center on the top and bottom of each card.



5.  Create your cultural trait boards.  Make sure you have a title and picture on one side and a 3-sentence explanation of the cultural trait on the other side.



6.  Punch a hole in the top center part of each cultural trait board.


7.  Attach strings. 

8.  Grade yourself using the rubric.  Make any necessary corrections before turning in your mobile.
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
