Directions:  Create a video or PowerPoint using photos that reflects your cultural upbringing.  You need one cultural trait that has been passed from your parents to you, one cultural trait that has been influenced by the environment, and one cultural trait or item that has been borrowed from another culture.


Your presentation or video must include a title slide, 2 pictures for each cultural trait, and audio.  Additionally, you will have to type out what is said for each trait.  Make sure you explain the trait.
How To Make A Photo Story:  


First, decide if you are going to use PowerPoint, Photo Story 3, or iMovie.  Make sure you have the software.  I typically use Photo Story 3 because I am a Windows user.  Check with your parents if you wish to download this program.  I placed the link on my homework page.

Basic planning directions for video or PowerPoint:


1.  Select examples of your culture that reflect one of each: family influence, environmental influence, and cultural borrowing.


2.  Select 2 photos for each trait (family, environment, and cultural borrowing)


3.  Type what you want to read for each photo, save, and print a copy to turn in to me.

4.  Use the software you like best to create the presentation.  I use Photo Story 3 because I am a Widows guy and it is easy.  Make sure you record what you want to say in the presentation.


You must have 3 titles to identify family, environmental, and borrowed influences.


5.  If you used Photo Story 3 or iMovie, create a windows media video or quicktime clip.  Make sure you use your last name in the name of the file.  


6.  Save on a data disc, flash drive, or email me the final product.  If you email the project, check with me to make sure I received it.  Some files are too large for the email server. (My email: asilvey@darienps.org)

You can use personal pictures, pictures from the internet, text from the computer, or any other resource necessary to fully complete this project.
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
